Safety
After a military coup in 2014, many people afraid about
the safety ofThailand.

Transportation
Long haul international flights land at Suvamabhumi
International Airport (BKK), located about 20 kilometers
from the city center. Getting from Suvamabhumi
International Airport to downtown Bangkok is easy and
cheap by taxis and Airport rail link system. Budget flights
land at Don Muang International Airport (DMK), the old
Bangkok International Airport, newly decorated and
reopened since 2007. To get to Central Bangkok from
DMK is also cheap and easy by taxi and airport shuttle
bus.

[Vlahidoi University Salaya Campus
It is locatedjust a few hundred meters from Bangkok's
city limits in Phuttamonthon District, Nakhon Pathom
Province, or about 20 kilometers from downtown
Bangkok. Taking a taxi is the most convenient way to get
to the campus (about 200 THB from Pinklao business
district). Buses are also a convenient way to travel
between Central Bangkok and Salaya Campus with the

air-conditioned buses No. 515 (Victory Monument-
Salaya), No. 547 (Phuttamonthon Sai 4- Victory
Monument), No. 124 (Phuttamonthon Sai 4- Pinklao).
Commuting between Bangkok and Salaya Campus by
train (a 1-hour trip) is also possible, though less
convenient.
